DAB Substrate Kit is a kit for the detection of HRP in immunohistochemical, immunoblot and dot blot applications. Each kit
contains 20 X DAB Concentrate (3 ml) and DAB Substrate (6 ml).

Tested Applications: WB, IHC
Storage: Store in the dark at 4°C.

Assay Principle: DAB (3,3'-Diaminobenzine) is a widely used chromogen for immunohistochemical staining. In the
presence of HRP (Horseradish Peroxidase), DAB produces a brown precipitate that is insoluble in
ethanol.

Assay Procedure: 1. Dilute the 20X DAB Concentrate with DAB substrate 20-fold. For example, add 10 pl of (20 X) DAB
Concentrate to 190 pl DAB substrate and mix thoroughly. The prepared (1 X) DAB Solution should be
used within 4 hours and kept in the dark.

2. Apply (1X) DAB solution to slides. Incubate slides at room temperature for 5-10 minutes.
3. If the result is positive, the slides will develop into a brown/yellow colour. Rinse slides with distilled

water to stop colour development.
